Visit of historic, architectural and landscape
museum reserve Tsaritsyno

One of the most beautiful landscape parks of the
18M-19™ centuries with the only architectural
ensemble of such dimensions in Russia of that
period. In 1775 it was bought by Empress
Catherine the Great. Her residence was
constructed by famous Russian architects Vasiliy
Bazhenov and Matvey Kazakov. In 2006-2008
most buildings and the park were reconstructed
and opened to public.

Visit of Kolomenskoe historic park and estate

The residence of Moscow Grand Princes and
Russian Tsars from the 14™ century. Peter the
Great stayed here, his daughter Elizabeth was
born here. Later Alexander the First lived here
with his grandmother Catherine the Great. The
unique architectural ensemble of Kolomenskoe is
in the list of the World Heritage Sites. The
gardens were reconstructed in 2000-2005.
